King County Taxicab Apportionment Methodology
When the total number of King County Taxicab licenses in effect is less than the maximum number allowed, taxicab licenses should be issued utilizing the criteria in the following methodology.  Criteria are listed in priority order.
Franchise (applicant must meet specified conditions):

· the taxicab license is not transferable; 
· not previously licensed to operate a taxicab in King County, City of Seattle or Port of Seattle; 
· leasing of the taxicab by the taxicab licensee is permitted; however, the lease and the lessor/lessee relationship would be regulated;  
· taxicab vehicle driver drug testing 
· background investigation;

· evaluation of taxi driving experience; 
· the taxicab licensee must drive the taxicab a minimum number of  hours per week;
Wheelchair Accessible Taxicabs


The type and number of licenses are to be determined through the results of the King County Wheelchair Accessible Taxicab Project (2005-07).

Alternative Fuel Vehicles

E.g., those taxicab vehicles running on a beneficial alternative fuel, such as compressed natural gas, electricity or “hybrid” vehicles.
If the number of applicants exceeds the number of taxicab licenses available under the maximum number allowed, there would be an evaluation of Request for Qualifications (RFQ) submissions based on criteria listed above.
After an initial RFQ process for taxicab license issuance occurs, the ongoing administration of the taxicab license issuance process would occur annually (during the taxicab license renewal period), through a Request for Qualifications process.
