Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for King County Council consideration is a motion authorizing the Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement to transfer the responsibility from King County to the City of Kent regarding certain Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) projects.

The City of Kent became a CDBG entitlement city on January 1, 2003.  As a result, Kent will be receiving its CDBG funds directly from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), and will be no longer participating in the King County CDBG Consortium.  There is a desire to transfer responsibility for implementing two prior year CDBG projects—the Kent Home Repair Program and the Kent Human Services One-Stop Acquisition and Design—from King County to the City of Kent.  The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development will then transfer the CDBG funds for these projects from the County’s CDBG letter of credit to the City of Kent’s CDBG letter of credit, pursuant to 24 CFR 570.510.
