Please find attached the motion establishing a King County Children and Families Strategy task force. In 2017, the Women’s Advisory Board adopted the topic of improving child care access and affordability in King County. The creation of this task force was one of their recommendations. 
King County has been a leader in developing meaningful partnerships with families, in order to ensure that children across the region are healthy and thriving. Access to child care is a key component in this strong foundation for life. 
The creation of a task force will reflect our institutional commitment to advancing equity and social justice for all employees and residents of King County. Their work will build upon the comprehensive, County-wide work being done through the Best Starts of Kids levy, and will also comply with recommendations made in the Total Compensation bargaining agreement for 2019-2020. The motion outlines the proposed task force’s scope of work, a membership framework, and directs the task force to deliver a report to the Executive and Council by June 2020. 
This motion furthers the King County Strategic Plan goal of Health and Human Services, by prioritizing the improvement of health and well-being of all people in our community. It also addresses the goal of Economic Vitality, by exploring ways of breaking down barriers to family wage job opportunities throughout the County.
