Dear Councilmember Gossett:

This letter transmits an ordinance that will authorize the King County Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Renton (City) for the purpose of transferring two drainage-related parcels to the City. These parcels, King County tax parcels 032305-9116 and 342405-9086, are adjacent to Coal Creek Parkway Southeast that is now located within the City as a result of the Merrit II Phase II annexation. The storm water pond located on these parcels provides drainage that is critical to the integrity of the roadways. King County (County) acquired the parcels for use as a drainage facility as part of a road widening project.  

The City has requested that the County transfer the parcels to the City. The County wishes to transfer the parcels to the City so that the City can properly maintain the drainage facility as needed. The transfer will ensure that the City is able to protect adjacent roadways and maintain a storm water pond that supports the roadways. The interlocal agreement requires the City to use the parcels for the strict purpose of maintaining the parcels as a drainage facility or other purposes related to the maintenance and operation of adjacent roadways.

The parcels are surplus to the needs of the Department of Transportation’s Road Services Division and do not meet the County’s affordable housing criteria. The County is willing to comply with the City’s request for the transfer of the parcels for the strict purposes described above. This transfer of road related properties that is strictly used for providing the necessary drainage of an urban road is consistent with the King County Strategic Plan to transition the governance and fiscal responsibility for local services in urban unincorporated areas to cities.

I recommend the King County Council approve this ordinance. If you have any
