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Council to Hold Public Hearing on Transfer of Luther Burbank Park

The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE) to take testimony on a proposed ordinance transferring Luther Burbank Park from King County to the City of Mercer Island.

Luther Burbank Park, located at 2040 84th Ave SE, is wholly located within the corporate boundaries of Mercer Island.  It is a 77-acre  park with boat moorage, fishing pier, swimming beach, an off-leash dog park, tennis courts, walking trails, play areas, picnic areas and an outdoor amphitheater.

With a projected $52 million dollar deficit facing King County and cuts to the County parks system already underway, an agreement was reached to make the transfer. Under terms of the transfer agreement, King County would transfer the facility to the City on or before December 31, 2002.

Following the transfer, the park will be used for park and open space purposes, and will be open to the general public.
