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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:
AN ORDINANCE appropriating $2,258,935 to the Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS) to provide expenditure authority associated with increases in various federal pass through grants and state revenues.  
SUMMARY:


Proposed Ordinance 2006-0358, if approved, will increase expenditure authority for the Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Fund by $2,258,935.  The request is revenue backed by federal grants and state revenues.  (2006 amounts were not known at the time the council adopted the 2006 budget due to the differences in the county and federal budget cycles.)  The Washington State Division of Alcohol and Substance Abuse (DASA) is responsible for distribution of federal pass through money and has increased several funding allocations, with the largest amount designated for an Access to Recovery grant.  
The Executive is also requesting $100,000 in expenditure authority for revenues received from the state which are earmarked for transitioning mentally ill offenders exiting the county jail.  The funding will be contracted with and used by the Community Corrections Division (CCD) to provide reentry case management services for these mentally ill offenders.

ANALYSIS:
The amounts of these grant extensions and state contracts/revenues were not known at the time of the 2006 budget submittal.  Consequently, the executive is requesting 2006 expenditure authority for finite amounts which have been identified since council adoption of the 2006 budget.  
The bulk of the request is associated with an Access to Recovery (ATR) grant.  Additional increases are also included in the request for growth in smaller grant awards and state jail services funds.  Each one will be discussed below.
Access to Recovery  (ATR)
$1,984,794

The majority of the appropriation request is related to the Access to Recovery program, which is being implemented in six Washington counties:  Clark, King, Pierce, Snohomish, Spokane and Yakima.  These counties will contract with local recovery service providers.  The state received a carryover for ATR funds from the federal government for the second year of a three year program.  The result is that King County’s 2006 ATR Allocation increased by $1,984,794.  Consequently, this expenditure request is completely revenue backed.  The 2006 budget already included $3,510,504 for this purpose – resulting in a total 2006 appropriation of $5,495,298 for this program.  
The federal government provides ATR grants to states for distribution to provide enhanced substance abuse recovery services to qualifying individuals and their family members and assist them in becoming productive members of their communities.  A full range of treatment options are available and include, but are not limited to, housing, medication, transportation, medical and mental health services, employment coaching, and other services that will assist the client in becoming self-sufficient.  

Smaller Grants
$174,141

1. $65,000 - Children’s Administration Chemical Dependency Professional (CDP) Project 
Washington State DASA also increased funding for the Children’s Administration CDP Project for a second year by amending the current contract with the county.  The county will contract with a provider to supply necessary progress reports to DASA social workers, deliver in-service training of workers, refer clients to treatment providers, and to provide consultation services to Children’s Administration workers.  The 2006 budget already included $169,000 for this purpose – resulting in a total of $234,000 for this program.  
2. $79,141 - Washington State Screening, Brief Intervention, Referral and Treatments (WASBIRT)  
The WASBIRT request also represents carryover of federal funding to year 3 of the grant.  Washington State received a grant award from the federal government that places Chemical Dependency Professionals (CDPs) in hospital emergency departments to screen patients for substance abuse problems and to provide brief intervention or referral to treatment.  The county “subcontracts” with the state, with funding directed to increase referrals for screening, provide additional treatment, increase recruitment and training for professionals, and increase CDP incentives and vouchers.  The 2006 budget already included $553,189 for this purpose – resulting in a total of $612,330 for this program.  
3. $25,000 - Center for Substance Abuse Treatment (CSAT) Adolescent Treatment Coordination 
CSAT funding helps coordinate a process in which county-contracted outpatient youth treatment providers are involved in a year long training and development process.  This training is used to institute the “Out Patient Evidence Based Treatment Improvement Project” that consists of seven challenges for youth with chemical dependency and co-occurring disorders.  
4. $5,000 - Federal Grant in Aid 
These funds are additional DASA funds to supplement training expenditures in partnership with MHCADSD.  The grant provided funding for prevention services to cover training costs for an event called “Celebrate Family!”.  The event was held on May 20, 2006 and included a hosted brunch and program for youth and their families.  The day’s agenda included instruction about the disease of alcoholism and other drug addictions and also provided information as to how adults can support children and youth to be healthy and drug free.  The cost of the event was covered within existing appropriation authority, in anticipation of approval of this training funding.  
State Revenues for Criminal Justice Jail Services
$100,000

The county has received $100,000 in one-time state funding that is designated to assist mentally ill persons leaving correctional facilities.   The total value of the project is $200,000.  $100,000 was included in the 2006 budget in the Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD) appropriation unit for the Community Corrections Division (CCD) to implement the project.  MHCADAS did not include $100,000 in their budget and is now asking for expenditure authority to contract with DAJD.  

The funding will be used for the CCD to transition mentally ill offenders by providing reentry case management services as inmates exit the county jail system –from either the Seattle or Kent facility.  A Request for Proposal (RFP) was issued by King County Procurement in August.  Six vendors have submitted proposals that are under review by the county.  Vendor selection is expected by the end of September.  The reentry services funds will be designated to help former inmates participate in community based programs designed to help attain and sustain livable wage employment.  
REASONABLENESS:
The requested expenditure authority is revenue backed by state and federal funding and approval by the council would appear to be a reasonable business and policy decision.
