Ordinance Nos. 15605 and 15606
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) held a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Monday, September 18, 2006, beginning at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing was to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2006-0112 (Ordinance 15605) and Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2006-0113 (Ordinance 15606) relating to development regulations and code interpretations.

SUMMARY:

Ordinance 15605 amends code interpretation procedures to:

· Allow code interpretations relating to code enforcement cases to be appealed to the Hearing Examiner, 
· Repeal a one-time requirement that has been met, and 
· Remove redundant procedural requirements. 

Ordinance 15605 allows amends the zoning code to:

· Add new definitions for “clustering”, “active recreation” and “passive recreation” ,
· Clarify intent of recreational and retreat camps to not include treatment of addictions, correctional training, or homeless housing,
· Clarify when multiple conditions apply to a activity listed on the Land use tables, 

· Adjust interior setback on RA-zoned land on side adjoining NB or CB zoned lands,
· Clarify that a resource tract may also qualify as a resource tract,
· Require subdivisions of 8 lots or more per acre to provide on-site recreation space,
· Add greater flexibility for conducting a home-based business, and
· Establish standards for an administrative review of a minor modification of a conditional use or special use permit.
