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SUBJECT:  Proposed Motion 2002-0604 establishing the 2003 State Legislative Agenda Statement of Policy Positions items for King County.

SUMMARY: The King County Legislative Steering Committee authorized committee staff and the Executive’s staff to coordinate the process of establishing the 2003 State Legislative Agenda for King County.  All departments were requested to transmit their legislative request for 2003 to the Executive for review.
