Enclosed for the King County Council’s consideration is an amendatory ordinance concerning the vacation of a portion of NE 154th Street located near Redmond, Washington in King County Short Plat S92S0010, under Recording Number 9404119013 (see attached map).  The petitioners for the vacation of right-of-way are John and Alison Valente.

There appears to be an error in the legal description in Ordinance 15467 that was adopted in May 2006 to vacate a portion of NE 154th Street.  The legal description in Section 1 of King County Ordinance 15467 identifies the vacation area in the northwest quarter of Section 16, Township 26 North, Range 6 East, W.M., King County, Washington, but in fact, it is in the southwest quarter of Section 16, Township 26 North, Range 6 East, W.M., King County, Washington.  For accurate records, this is an amendatory ordinance with a corrected legal description of the vacation area.

I recommend that the King County Council introduce and adopt this amendatory ordinance.
