NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 20th   day of September, 2010, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2010-0301, authorizing the executive to enter into an intergovernmental agreement between King County and the Vashon School District for transfer to the District of the Vashon Pool.
SUMMARY

The King County Executive has concluded discussions with the Vashon School District regarding the transfer of the Vashon Pool to the District.  In 1974, the County leased property form the District for 40 years, and as part of Forward Thrust, the County constructed the Pool on the leased property.  As a result of the County’s fiscal challenges, operation of the Pool could not be funded in the County’s 2010 budget.  The Pool is a summer outdoor pool and typically opens in June.  The agreement will transfer ownership of the Pool to the District to help ensure that the Pool can continue to provide recreational opportunities for County residents.  The King County Council will consider an ordinance on September 20, approving the transfer to the District.
The transfer agreement is effective upon signature and authorization by both parties.
