Dear Councilmember Phillips:
This letter transmits a supplemental ordinance to support implementation of the King County Juvenile Detention Guild (Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention) collective bargaining agreement for the period of January 1, 2013, through December 31, 2016.  This agreement increases the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD) 2015-2016 biennial budget by $987,739, including retroactive payments of $482,629.  This supplemental requests appropriation for the retroactive portion of the total costs.
The 170 employees covered by this bargaining agreement perform all aspects of administration and maintenance of King County’s Juvenile Detention Facility and its youth programs.
This agreement provides King County Juvenile Detention Guild members with the following COLA increases: 3.09% for 2013, 2.00% for 2014, 2.00% for 2015 and 2.25% for 2016.  The agreement also provides a market based addition of a 1% Shift Premium for employees working second and third shifts.
The agreement furthers the goals of the County’s Strategic Plan by supporting the department’s mission of ensuring that offending individuals are appropriately detained or sanctioned, and by providing support for safe communities and accessible justice systems.
