A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Susan Weeks, Ph.D., who resides in council district five, to the King County Women’s Advisory Board.

Summary:
The Executive has appointed Susan Weeks to a three year term on the King County Women’s Advisory Board, expiring July 1, 2006.

Ms. Weeks is a resident of Seattle and council district five.  She attended the University of Houston where she received her Bachelor of Arts Degree in Literature and her Master of Science Degree in Studies of the Future.  She also attended Washington State University where she received her Doctorate Degree in Sociology.  Ms. Weeks additionally took courses in Dispute Resolution from the Houston Bar Association and a two year course towards her M.S. in Public Affairs from the University of Houston.  Ms. Weeks has experience working with the Seattle & King County Public Health Department and teaching at various Universities.
The Women’s Advisory Board was created to foster programs, legislation and policies for the benefit of women throughout King County.  The board acts in an advisory capacity to the King County Executive, the County Council, and the women’s program in respect to matters concerning women.  Ordinance 11782 provides for 15 King County Women’s Advisory Board members, one nominated from each council district by the County Council, and two nominated by the County Executive.  Board members representing Council districts shall be appointed by positions numbered one through thirteen.
