Dear Councilmember Phillips:
Pursuant to the King County Council’s request, I am transmitting an ordinance re-appropriating $104,000 in funds for an updated analysis of the proposed redevelopment of the historic south entrance to the King County Courthouse.   This appropriation will provide the funding needed to review and update the previous work completed on this project, and will provide information necessary for consideration in the reopening of this entrance.  The proposed budget is made possible by canceling the remaining project budget in a previously approved Courthouse South Entry project. 
Council may recall that the original plans for the remodel and integration of the south entrance back into the Courthouse, including the necessary security features, art and remodeling, were developed during the assembly of the Courthouse Siesmic Project (CSP).  While these plans were not included in the original CSP project, the subsequent Courthouse Lobby Rennovation did incorporate some of the original elements contained in the south entrance study.  This request will allow staff to identify the remaining scope of work and update the costs for completion of the south entrance rennovation.
