SUBJECT:  

A briefing on King County health and human services and emerging issues for 2015.

BACKGROUND:

The Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS) is responsible for a wide range of programs and services designed to strengthen communities and help the region’s most vulnerable residents achieve and maintain healthier and more independent lives. These services include alcohol and drug prevention, intervention and treatment; community services for older adults and survivors of domestic violence and sexual assault; services for people with developmental disabilities; employment and education programs; housing and community development, including homeless services and prevention; recovery-focused mental health treatment; and veterans’ services. 

Public Health-Seattle & King County’s (PHSKC) goal is to protect and improve the health and well-being of people in King County, as defined by per person healthy years lived. In the context of achieving this goal, whenever possible, King County employs strategies, policies and interventions to reduce health disparities across all segments of the population. PHSKC is organized into five operating divisions and two sections. The divisions are Community Health Services, Emergency Medical Services, Environmental Health Services, Jail Health Services, and Prevention Services. The Cross-Cutting and Business Administrative Services sections include public health analytic, policy and communications functions, and the department’s core business infrastructure.
