Dear Councilmember Gossett:
I am pleased to transmit an ordinance authorizing me to execute the Interlocal Agreement between the Port of Seattle and King County for advanced life support emergency medical services.  This agreement will allow the Port of Seattle and KingCounty to continue providing advance life support or paramedic emergency medical services at the Seattle-Tacoma International Airport.
Since 1991, the Port of Seattle and King County have worked cooperatively to provide health services at Seattle-Tacoma International Airport.  This agreement updates and supersedes the previously executed 1991 agreement regarding advanced life support services provided to the Port of Seattle by King County.
This updated agreement assures the continued alignment with King County’s Strategic Plan goal of ensuring fair and equal access to critical safety services for all citizens and visitors to our County, and provides for the Port of Seattle to participate in an equitable and just way of supporting those services.

Pursuant to RCW 39.34.080, King County has legal authority to enter into this agreement with the Port of Seattle. King County will be paid $34,330 for 10 months of 2012, and $41,200 for a full year in 2013.  The annual amount paid will increase with agreed upon inflation each year thereafter, and is subject to adjustment as agreed upon by both parties. No supplemental appropriation is needed for 2012.
