Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for your review and consideration is an ordinance authorizing the Executive to enter into an amendment to the Conservation Futures Interlocal Agreement between King County and the City of Seattle for the Leschi Natural Area and Georgetown Open Space acquisition projects, authorized under Ordinance 13678, and the Hitts Hill Open Space acquisition project, authorized by Ordinance 14018. 

The Leschi Natural Area is an approximately 1/3-acre wooded parcel with a view of Lake Washington and the Cascade Mountains, located within the Seattle’s larger Leschi Natural Area on 36th Avenue.  The Georgetown Open Space is located in the 6400 block of Corson Avenue South, between South Eddy and South Warsaw Streets, and consists of two parcels totaling 0.81 acres. 
The Hitts Hill project is a 3.18 acre wooded site overlooking the Rainier Valley located between 37th Avenue South and 39th Avenue South, near South Dawson Street.  The Council allocated $200,000 to this project by Ordinance 14018, the 2001 Budget ordinance.  Seattle has purchased the property and has requested that King County to enter into an amendment to the Conservation Futures interlocal agreement so that the City may seek reimbursement of the funds allocated to the project.  The attached ordinance will authorize the Executive to enter into the interlocal agreement amendment for the Hitts Hill project.
