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SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2009-0599 would authorize the Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Sammamish to provide landmark designation and protection services.
SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2009-0599 would allow King County (“County”) landmark designation and protection services, also known more generally as historic preservation services to Sammamish (“City”) on its historic resources.

The interlocal agreement attached to proposed ordinance 2009-0599 includes key provisions to address services, responsibilities, compensation and indemnification and duration of the contract:

Section 1 - Services

The County would provide historic preservation services to the City and perform other related work.  This includes landmark identification, documentation, designation, and regulation services.
Section 2 & 3- Responsibilities

The County would provide historic preservation services to Sammamish and perform other related work.  The County would manage the landmark reviews process by acting as the local review board, certification of properties for landmark alterations, evaluation of relative permit applications, etc.  The City would adopt legislation aligning with King County Code Chapter 20.62, include the King County Landmarks Commission as a designated member to the City of Sammamish Landmarks Commission and refer applications for permits affecting historic sites and structures to the King County Historic Preservation Officer.

Section 4 -Compensation

Section 4 of the proposed interlocal agreement provides for full cost recovery by the County for services rendered up to a maximum amount to be set by the City.  The County’s full cost recovery could be offset by special appropriations, grants, or other supplemental funds, upon mutual written agreement of both parties. Reimbursement rates are set by this contract at the County’s current reimbursement rates for overhead and indirect administrative costs and the formulae for calculating those rates, but may be revised annually by letter and not require an amendment to the agreement.
Section 5 - Indemnification

The proposed interlocal agreement contains standard boilerplate indemnification language to mutually protect and hold harmless King County and the City of Seattle.

Section 6 & 7 – Duration and Termination
The proposed interlocal agreement would become effective upon the date of execution and would be reviewed annually.  The contract may be terminated by either party with forty-five days written notice.

ANALYSIS

The services identified in proposed interlocal agreement include general landmarks and historic preservation services and is similar in scope to the contracts the County has with the cities of Auburn, Black Diamond, Carnation, Des Moines, Kenmore, Kent, Kirkland, Issaquah, Maple Valley, Newcastle, North Bend, Redmond, Shoreline, Snoqualmie, Skykomish and Woodinville.
Alignment with King County Policies

Support for Historic Preservation:  
King County Comprehensive Plan Policy P-208 supports historic preservation throughout the region:
“King County shall administer a regional historic preservation program to identify, evaluate, protect, and enhance historic properties.”

King County Comprehensive Plan Policy P-215 further supports historic preservation with the provision of County services:
“King County shall work with cities to protect and enhance historic resources and public art located within city boundaries and annexation areas.  The county shall advocate for and actively market its historic preservation services to agencies and cities that could benefit from such services.”

Fiscal Policy: Contracts with the City for historic preservation is discretionary.  Pursuant to Motion 13092, discretionary contracts with cities are to recover the full cost of providing services.  The proposed interlocal agreement includes provisions to recover the full cost of providing the historic preservation services and appears to comply with this county policy.  Executive staff has stated an expectation that the work required by the City will be performed using existing staff but the County regularly employs consultants to assist with large projects and would continue to do so as necessary.

Cost
The estimated fully loaded rates for the County’s historic preservation services range between $75 and $102 per hour.  Billing for the cost of the contract would occur quarterly and are due within thirty days of invoicing by the County.
Legal Review
The ILA has been reviewed by the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office.
