Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed for your review and consideration is an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into a Conservation Futures Interlocal Agreement between King County and the City of Kenmore for the Swamp Creek Floodplain acquisition project. 

By Ordinance 14409, the 2002 second quarter supplemental ordinance, the Council reallocated $100,000 in Conservation Futures tax (CFT) levy funds from the Magnolia Dairy Farm acquisition project to several other projects, including the Swamp Creek Floodplain project.  The Swamp Creek Floodplain project consists of the acquisition of several parcels of riparian land located along 73rd Avenue Northeast in the City of Kenmore.  The enclosed ordinance will authorize the Executive to sign a standard Conservation Futures interlocal cooperation agreement between King County and the City of Kenmore.  The Council has not authorized the Executive to enter into such an interlocal agreement and such authorization is necessary for King County to release the CFT funds to Kenmore.
