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SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0251 would change the name of 276th Avenue Northeast to 276th Way Northeast in Council District 3.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0251 would change the name of 276th Avenue NE to 276th Way NE.  King County Fire District 45, which serves the City of Duvall and surrounding unincorporated areas, requested this change as a way to more easily serve the local residents.  This change would allow the address of a new home under construction on what is currently 276th Avenue NE to match the street name of the 30 existing homes on 276th Way NE.  The new home under construction is the only house on what is now 276th Avenue NE, and using the same street name for all 31 houses will make it easier for emergency responders to locate the street and individual homes.

BACKGROUND

King County Code (K.C.C.) 16.08.060 authorizes the Council to change street names, following a petition from property owners addressed on the street to be renamed, and notice to all property owners whose address would be changed with the street name change.  Under K.C.C. 16.08.060.B., “The council shall consider technical input from the department, locational and development characteristics relative to the street, and the impact of the change on existing businesses and residences, as well as on emergency vehicle responsiveness, in determining whether the change should be made.  Only entire street lengths or distinct major portions of streets shall be separately renamed by the county.  For purposes of this chapter, "distinct major portions" shall mean a separate portion of a street identifiable by either a directional shift of a least forty-five degrees or an interrupted interval of at least one quarter mile.”

ANALYSIS

The proposed name change appears to meet the criteria in K.C.C. 16.08.060.B. for changing the name of this street.  The northern end of the subject roadway segment terminates at a T-intersection with NE Big Rock Road, while the southern end of the subject roadway segment connects directly with 276th Way NE.  The subject road segment is small, and would be changed to match the remaining, longer segment of road.  In addition, the City of Duvall also has a short non-contiguous segment of 276th Avenue NE about a half mile north of NE Big Rock Road, within City limits.  The two non-contiguous roadway segments could be a source of confusion in locating a particular address for emergency vehicles.

During the review of the proposal, Executive staff prepared a detailed vicinity map showing the roadway segment to be renamed. That vicinity map is Attachment 5 to this staff report.  Additionally, Executive staff prepared an updated fiscal note (see Attachment 4 to this staff report) that reflects the County’s costs at $250 to manufacture and install the new road signage.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Department of Permitting and Environmental Review (DPER) issued the required notice to the affected property owners about the pending road name change.  As stated in the Proposed Ordinance, the Director of the King County Department of Transportation would have 60 days from the effective date of the ordinance to modify signage as needed, DPER would have 70 days to convey address change notifications as needed, and those address changes would be effective 90 days from the effective date of the ordinance.
