On page 7, beginning on line 136, strike everything through line 140 and insert 
	"SECTION 3.  The executive is authorized to execute the funding agreement with the PFD substantially in the form of Attachment A to this ordinance conditioned on the following:
	A.  The executive shall not execute the funding agreement until at least four weeks after the date the election results from the February 12, 2019, special election are certified by the department of elections; and
	B.  If, within the four weeks after the election certification, the council passes a motion objecting to the execution of the funding agreement, the authorization for the executive to execute the funding agreement is withdrawn and therefore void.
	SECTION 4.  The executive is authorized to execute the sixth amendment to the 1996 financing agreement with the PFD substantially in the form of Attachment B to this ordinance conditioned on the following:
	A.  The executive shall not execute the sixth amendment to the 1996 financing agreement until at least four weeks after the date the election results from the February 12, 2019, special election are certified by the department of elections; and
	B.  If, within the four weeks after the election certification, the council passes a motion objecting to the execution of the sixth amendment to the 1996 financing agreement, the authorization for the executive to execute the funding agreement is withdrawn and therefore void."

EFFECT: The amendment would make the following change to the striking amendment:
· Require the Executive to wait to execute the Funding Agreement and Amendment No. 6 to the Finance Agreement until four weeks after the certification of the February 12, 2019 special election results and providing the Council an opportunity to withdraw their support for the agreements by motion during that four week period. (It should be noted that the February 12, 2019 special election is referring to the advisory ballot measures proposed by Proposed Ordinances 2018-0419 and 2018-0420.)
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
