SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Linda Smith, who resides in council district nine, to the King County Regional Human Services Citizen Oversight Board, filling an executive at-large position.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of Linda Smith (Proposed Motion 2015-0297) to the King County Regional Human Services Oversight Board, as an executive at-large representative, for a partial term expiring December 31, 2016.

BACKGROUND

The King County Regional Human Services Oversight Board (RHSCOB) monitors and reviews the expenditure of the regional human services portion of levy proceeds in accordance with the Service Improvement Plan (SIP) developed and approved by the King County Executive and the Metropolitan King County Council to guide investments.  The new SIP provides guidance with regards to activities from 2012 through 2017.  Levy implementation ordinance 15249 required an SIP to provide continuing direction regarding the use of County proceeds.  The levy was enacted by ballot measure in November 2005.

The RHSCOB is a 12-member citizen oversight board comprised of residents of King County with a diverse, balanced representation of people from different groups, organizations, and experiences.  Members may not be elected or appointed officials of any unit of government.  Nine of the members are chosen to represent county council districts and the remaining three are at-large members appointed by the King County Executive; these appointees must be low-income themselves, represent an organization comprised of low-income people, or have special experience with issues related to poverty.  In addition, the Executive's appointees come from three geographic areas of King County (South, East, and Seattle/North).  Board members are appointed for three-year terms and may be reappointed.

Rev. Dr. Linda Smith is a pastoral leader and Director of REACH, Center of Hope, a day and night shelter for homeless women and children.  She was formerly a District Manager, Human Resources, for the U.S. Postal Service.  Her community service experience also includes work with the King County Youth Chaplain Program, serving as a Chairperson of the Renton Human Services Board and serving on the Board of Directors for the Margie Williams Helping Hand Center.  In her application, Rev. Dr. Smith notes that she has worked in the area of Civil Rights throughout her career to effect changes in our society.
