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SUBJECT
Alaskan Way Viaduct (“AWV”) and Seawall Replacement Program Briefing.
SUMMARY
This briefing by transportation staff from the region will provide an update on the Alaskan Way Viaduct project.
BACKGROUND  
In January 2009, the Governor, the Mayor of Seattle and the King County Executive jointly recommended replacing the viaduct with the bored tunnel alternative.  This replacement alternative was subsequently funded in the 2009 Washington State budget.  Note that no funding or funding sources were approved for the on-going transit services identified as part of the replacement program for this state highway.  The Committee’s most recent Viaduct status report was on June 8, 2010.
Today’s briefing will include the following topics:
1. Progress of the State project between Holgate and King Streets (south end);

2. The bid opening for the design-build Tunnel contract;

3. The schedule for the tunnel construction work;

4. Seattle’s seawall and central waterfront work; and 
5. Implementation of transit mitigation by the County’s Transit Division and future Viaduct-related transit concerns.
