On Attachment A, page 23, in the first bullet point under "Composition of the county road network" after "Urban Growth Area" strike "(per Growth Management Act guidance that urban services are best provided by cities)"

On Attachment A, page 23, after the fourth bullet point under "Composition of the county road network," insert a fifth bullet point as follows:   "
· Support the mobility needs of unincorporated King County residents."

On Attachment A, page 23, in the first paragraph following the bullet points under "Composition of the county road network," strike everything after "The County should add new roads to the network only if they are consistent with these purposes" and insert
"or if they are new plats and the County has the financial ability to maintain and preserve additional infrastructure.  The County will work to reduce responsibility for "orphan" road segments in the urban areas that are difficult to serve and will identify options for the management of roadways in the absence of adequate resources to address critical road operational and safety concerns until more funding is available."

EFFECT: This amendment removes a parenthetical phrase referencing the Growth Management Act in relation to the composition of the county road network, adds support for the mobility needs of unincorporated King County residents as a function of the unincorporated road network, includes new plats as roads that may be added to the network if the County has the financial ability to maintain and preserve additional infrastructure, and directs the Executive to identify options for the management of roadway segments in the absence of adequate resources to address critical road operational and safety concerns  until more funding is available.  Language in Attachment A would be modified as shown below in strike-out format:
Page 6:
Composition of the county road network –The unincorporated area road network should:
Consist of roads outside the Urban Growth Area (per Growth Management Act guidance that urban services are best provided by cities). 
Provide connections between cities and to rural destinations.
Form an integrated system free of isolated service areas.
Emphasize interconnected routes allowing through travel.
Support the mobility needs of unincorporated King County residents.
The County should add new roads to the network only if they are consistent with these purposes or if they are new plats and if the County has the financial ability to maintain and preserve additional infrastructure. The County will work to reduce responsibility for "orphan" road segments in the urban areas that are difficult to serve, and will identify options for the management of less-used roadways in the absence of adequate resources to address critical road operational and safety concerns until more funding is available.
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
