SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the appointment of David Mendel, to the King County Regional Communications Board.

SUMMARY:  

Proposed Motion 2006-0254 confirms the Executive’s appointment of David Mendel, who works in Council District Five, to the Regional Communications Board.  The appointment of Mr. Mendel is for a three-year term expiring December 31, 2008.  Mr. Mendel is employed by King County as the Radio Services Manager, Information and Telecommunications Division, Department of Executive Services.  In addition to being a member of the Regional Communications Board, he will act as the county executive’s staff liaison to the Board.
In 1992, the Council provided for a county vote on a levy to collect $57.02 million to develop an 800 megahertz (MHz) regional emergency radio communications system for King County (Ordinance 10464).  This levy was subsequently approved by the county electorate and the King County regional emergency radio communications system was built.  

The primary purpose of this radio system is to provide emergency radio communication services for all police, fire, emergency medical services, public school districts and public hospitals within King County.  The secondary purpose of the system is to include public agencies with emergency response duties.  The county operates and maintains a portion of this King County regional communications system.  The Information and Telecommunications Services Division of the Department of Executive Services is responsible for management of the county’s portion of the regional radio system.

A Regional Communications Board was established to advise the county regarding the distribution of levy proceeds, project revisions and other matters that affect more than one subregion.  Representation on this board shall consist of the following:  one member from the county subregion, one member from each other subregion that executes an agreement with the county and one member nominated by public emergency service agencies within King County, which do not have a voting representative on the governing body of any subregion, to represent the interests of such agencies and other public agencies which may use the System. Subregions shall nominate their own representatives (K.C.C. 2.58.050).
