PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2002-0299.2:  AN ORDINANCE approving a franchise for the city of Auburn to construct, operate and maintain a sewer system in council district 9 and 13 and authorizing the executive to execute the franchise agreement.
SUMMARY:
Proposed Ordinance 2002-0299.2 would grant a franchise to the city of Auburn to construct, operate and maintain a sewer system within the county rights of way to serve single family residences, industrial and commercial properties in accordance with RCW 36.55.010 KCC, chapter 6.27.  The city is seeking the franchise to cover areas of unincorporated urban King County.
All utilities operating in the County’s right-of-way are required to hold valid franchises as a prerequisite to approval of permits for facility placement and construction work.  Franchise agreements must be consistent with the county’s comprehensive plan and with sewer utility comprehensive plans for the municipalities seeking the franchise agreement.

The franchise, which would encompass areas in council districts 9 and 13, is for a period of 25 years.  The franchise agreement includes all of the general and special conditions required by the county. 

The Auburn sewer system is entirely in the urban area; therefore, granting a franchise to the city for providing sewer service is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan.  In addition, the franchise agreement is also consistent with the comprehensive sewer plan that was approved by the county council on July 29, 2002. 

On February 13, 2002 the proposed franchise was reviewed and approved by the Utilities Technical Review Committee.  
The Utilities Committee considered Proposed Ordinance 2002-0299 at its meeting on July 23, 2002.  The Committee approved an amendment to the proposed ordinance to correct a typographical error.  Then the Committee reported the amended legislation out of committee with a “do pass substitute” recommendation.

Amendment 1:  There is an amendment required to Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0299.2.  Subsequent to committee action on Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0299.2, the council approved the city of Auburn’s comprehensive sewer plan and a typographical error was discovered in the proposed substitute ordinance.  The error was that the Proposed Ordinance approving the Auburn sewer plan was identified as 2002-0204, when in fact the ordinance was 2002-0202.  Amendment 1 would update the information regarding council approval of the Auburn sewer plan and correct the error.
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
