SUBJECT:
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Kathleen Hadaller, who resides in council district five, to the King County Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board.
SUMMARY:
The Executive has appointed Kathleen Hadaller to a one-year term on the King County Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board, expiring December 31, 2007.
Ms. Hadaller is a graduate of St. Josephs School of Nursing where she received a Registered Nurse Diploma Degree.  Ms. Hadaller served on the Advisory Committee for the initial Human Services Program for the City of SeaTac, and went on to serve two terms during this formative period.  As a registered nurse, she has worked in hospitals and has provided in-home day care.  Ms. Hadaller also brings a personal connection with veteran's issues as her father served in the military during the Vietnam Conflict.

Ordinance 15279 and 15406 established the King County Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board.  These ordinances stipulate that this board shall consist of 9 council nominated positions, with each councilmember nominating one person to represent their district on the board, as well as three Executive persons nominated in at-large positions, who must either be poor or represent an organization that work on behalf of the poor.  This board was established to monitor levy proceeds designated for low-income people in need of human services to assure expenditures are in accordance with the adopted service improvement plan.
