Dear Councilmember Phillips:
This letter transmits a supplemental ordinance to support implementation of the Uniformed Command Association (UCA) (Correctional Jail Captains - Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention) collective bargaining agreement for the period of January 1, 2015, through December 31, 2016.  This agreement increases the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD) 2015-2016 biennial budget by $211,517, including retroactive payments of $163,058.  This supplemental requests appropriation of $113,795 for the portion of total costs related to the two-range salary increase.
The employees covered by this bargaining agreement supervise staff in the County’s two adult jails; manage the Internal Investigations Unit, Inmate Transportation and Release Unit, and Court Detail; and are the primary pool of leaders from which to select command and upper management personnel.
This agreement provides Uniformed Command Association members with the following COLA increases: 2.00% for 2015 and 2.25% for 2016.  The agreement also provides a two-range increase to account for the compression between the Corrections Sergeants and Captains.  
This agreement furthers the goals of the County’s Strategic Plan by supporting the department’s mission of ensuring that offending individuals are appropriately detained or sanctioned, and by providing support for safe communities and accessible justice systems.
