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SUBJECT

A motion accepting the 2017 work plan and budget for the King County-Cities Climate Collaboration (K4C), as requested by Motion 14449.

SUMMARY

Motion 2017-0039 accepts the 2017 work plan and budget for the King County-Cities Climate Collaboration (K4C), as requested by Motion 14449. The report outlines the decision making process and 2017 K4C work plan priorities and expenditures using cost-share revenue.

BACKGROUND 

The K4C is a voluntary but formal partnership between King County and 13 cities that together represent more than 75 percent of King County’s two million residents. The K4C is supported by an Interlocal Agreement (Ordinance 17285) outlining areas of focus for joint work and cost-share requirements.

Motion 14449, adopting the County’s Strategic Climate Action includes the following requirement for reporting on K4C:

“Consistent with Ordinance 17285, which authorized the Interlocal Agreement for the King County-Cities Climate Collaboration, the executive is requested to coordinate with staff of the transportation, economy and environment committee, or its successor, in developing the annual work plans and budget for the King County-Cities Climate Collaboration under the interlocal agreement.  The executive is requested to submit by January 31, and every year thereafter, the King County-Cities Climate Collaboration annual work plan and budget to the council for acceptance by motion.  The 2016 work plan should include recommendations on the timing and approach for an update to the interlocal agreement that includes addressing drafting issues identified during the council’s initial review of the agreement.”




ANALYSIS

The report meets the requirements of Motion 14449. It provides the following information: 

· Background about K4C elected official and partner guidance on K4C priorities 
· Details of the K4C’s 2017 work plan, especially as it relates to the K4C’s guiding commitments
· The process for recommending 2017 K4C budget expenditures
