I am pleased to transmit proposed legislation approving three leases providing space for Juvenile Court Services in Superior Court.  These leases have been finalized by the Real Estate Services Section of the Facilities Management Division on behalf of Superior Court.

Lease at Renton

The space at 451 SW 10th is occupied by Juvenile Probation Services.  Juvenile Probation Services assists youth who pose a moderate to high risk to re-offend and are supervised by a Juvenile Probation Counselor.

Space leased in the Jefferson Building houses the Dependency Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) program and the Partnership for Youth Justice.  The Dependency CASA 
program recruits, trains, supports and oversees the work of community volunteers who investigate cases and appear in court on behalf of abused and neglected children.  The Partnership for Youth Justice recruits, trains, supports, and oversees volunteers who meet with low level offenders in the community to resolve their cases.

The 14th and Yesler office space will house the Juvenile Justice Assessment Team.  These professionals will use the space to conduct mental health assessments, chemical dependency assessments, and psychological evaluations, as well as for consultation and staff meetings.

Long-Term Planning

These leases are consistent with long-term plans for Superior Court and the proposal to replace the Youth Services Center at 12th and Alder.  The 14th and Yesler lease is for a grant-funded group that is not included in the approved Alder Replacement Project building program.  The 14th and Jefferson lease is for a group that will ultimately reside in the new facility, which should be completed in five years following voter approval of funding.
