Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

The purpose of this letter is to transmit a motion requesting Council approval of a brownfield remediation work program.  Ordinance 14265, the 2002 budget ordinance, provides that not more than $150,000 shall be expended or encumbered for brownfield remediation until a motion and work program are approved by the Council.  The ordinance states that the work program shall include:

· Strategies for the integration of brownfield projects and programs;

· A staffing plan identifying the County staff to work on brownfields and the work program for each staff; 

· Identification of criteria for choosing brownfield sites; and

· Performance measures to evaluate the success of the program.  


The brownfields program, site investigation and remediation services, and illegal drug lab clean-up activities are components of an integrated Contaminated Sites Management Program.  The Contaminated Sites Management Business Plan, which was transmitted to Council separately on July 15, 2002, meets the budget proviso requirements listed above. 

I recommend that the Council adopt the enclosed motion, approving by reference the Contaminated Sites Management Business Plan.  Thank you for your consideration.
