This letter transmits an ordinance that will create the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy special revenue fund. Section 3 of Ordinance 18555 requires proceeds of the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy to “be deposited in a special revenue fund, which fund shall be created by ordinance.” This ordinance fulfills that requirement.
Thank you for your consideration of this ordinance. This legislation is an essential step in realizing the levy’s purpose of promoting housing stability, financial stability, healthy living, social engagement and service system access and improvement for King County’s veterans and their families, seniors and their caregivers, and vulnerable populations. This legislation thus helps support the goals of the King County Strategic Plan, particularly the Health and Human Potential Goal to “provide opportunities for all communities and individuals to realize their full potential,” and Objective 4 to “ensure a network of integrated and effective health and human services is available to people in need.” It also engages the Equity and Social Justice Strategic Plan to eliminate racially disparate health and human services outcomes in King County.
