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STAFF REPORT
SUBJECT:
AN ORDINANCE making a supplemental appropriation of $10,226,494 to the department of adult and juvenile detention; and amending the 2009 Budget Ordinance, Ordinance 16312, Section 47, as amended.
SUMMARY:
Proposed Ordinance 2009-0503, if approved, would implement a new four-year agreement between the county and Corrections Officers and Sergeants represented by the Corrections Guild.  On September 9, 200, the Committee of the Whole approved Proposed Ordinance 2009-0504, the collective bargaining agreement (CBA), supported by this supplemental request.  
The proposed CBA is the product of an interest arbitration award and certain bargained contract elements.
BACKGROUND:

There are approximately 600 Corrections Officers and Sergeants in the bargaining unit. The employees work for the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention providing security for the King County Correctional Facility in downtown Seattle and the Maleng Regional Justice Center in Kent.  

Washington State Law – Interest Arbitration
Under provisions of the Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 41.56.030 and R.C.W 41.56.456 the King County Corrections Guild sought and received an interest arbitration award. The award was made on June 15, 2009.
ANALYSIS:

Consultation with the Prosecuting Attorney's Office indicates that the Council cannot disapprove the interest arbitration award. The Office of Financial Management has confirmed that the funds for this appropriation are available in the Salary and Wage Reserve. The cost to implement the CBA over its life (2007 – 2010) is $19,174,481. Of these costs, $8,947,987 will be incurred in 2010. 

REASONABLENESS:

Given the mandatory nature of an interest arbitration award, council approval of the supplemental appropriation appears reasonable.
