SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2022-0306 would approve a boundary change for the City of Enumclaw to include Southeast 448th Street right-of-way within the city limits. 

SUMMARY

State law allows the county and a city to agree to revise the corporate boundary of the city to include an unincorporated area road and right-of-way within the city limits. The revision to the boundary of a city becomes effective when approved by ordinance of the city and county. The City of Enumclaw proposes to include all portions of Southeast 448th Street right-of-way within their city limits. This Proposed Ordinance would complete the process.

BACKGROUND 

The 2014 Strategic Plan for Road Services includes direction to “work actively with cities and the state to transfer responsibility for isolated urban roads to the adjacent city. These include half-streets (i.e., one side owned by a city and the other by the County), roads completely surrounded by city territory, and roads located on the urban growth boundary where consistent urban services are most appropriate.”[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Strategic Plan for Road Services, 2014:  https://kingcounty.gov/depts/local-services/roads/strategic-planning.aspx ] 


ANALYSIS

RCW 35A.21.210 allows for revision of city limit to include unincorporated area roads for portions of rights-of-way that adjoin the existing city boundary.  

This action would transfer governance and fiscal responsibility of a segment of road in unincorporated King County to the City of Enumclaw. Approval of the Proposed Ordinance would transfer approximately 0.22 linear miles of Southeast 448th Street to the City of Enumclaw. This includes the entire right-of-way for the portion of Southeast 448th Street between 244th Avenue Southeast west to the existing city limits.  This right-of-way is within the urban growth area boundary and adjoins the city boundary to the south of the proposed transfer area.

The Enumclaw City Council approved Ordinance 2735 on March 17, 2022 to revise the City’s corporate boundary to include this area within the City limits. The King County Council’s approval of the Proposed Ordinance would approve the revision of the corporate boundary of the City and would transfer responsibility for future road maintenance, operation and improvement with the City, instead of with the County.

According to the fiscal note, there will be no cost reductions as a result of this proposal; the fiscal note also states that with the transfer, approximately $5,000 annual maintenance funds which may have been spent on these road segments could be allocated elsewhere in the unincorporated area.
