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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE naming the new building at 401 Broadway Street the Patricia Bracelin Steel Memorial Building in honor of Patricia Bracelin Steel, longtime King County employee and holder of numerous executive branch management positions over a period of nearly thirty years.
SUMMARY:

Patricia Bracelin Steel was born in Seattle, Washington on April 2, 1945.  She was educated at the University of Washington, where she received both her baccalaureate and master’s degrees.  She began working for King County and served its citizens during a career that spanned nearly thirty years.  Ms. Steel rose through county government ranks to hold a wide range of positions, including budget director, chief financial officer and deputy county executive.  She earned the respect and admiration of employees and elected officials in all three branches of government throughout her career.  Ms. Steel passed away in Seattle, on July 7, 2002.  She will be fondly remembered by all who knew her.
