Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed is a proposed ordinance authorizing the execution of a lease agreement in the Union Bank of California Building in downtown Seattle.

King County has an existing leasehold in the Union Bank of California Building, which houses the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office, Risk Management, Crisis/Commitment Services, and Hearing Examiner.  The existing space in the Union Bank of California will be fully terminated within two years with only about two-thirds of it extended beyond the current term, as Risk Management and the Hearing Examiner will immediately backfill available space in the Yesler Building. 

The proposed square footage for the renewed leaseholds is as follows:

Crisis/Commitment

  6,417 square feet
       One year term

Prosecuting Attorney

16,797 square feet
       One year term with 12 month option

Commencing January 1, 2004, the rental rate at the Union Bank of California will be $25 per foot per year for the one year, and remain the same should the County exercise the 12-month option for the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office.

The renewal of the above lease is consistent with the King County Space Plan.
