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SUBJECT:  A briefing on the King County Roads Strategic Plan by the Road Services Division.  

SUMMARY: This briefing will provide an overview of the County’s Roads Strategic Plan.  Copies of the Strategic Plan will be distributed at the Committee meeting.  The Road Services Division has developed the Strategic Plan based on public outreach efforts and the extensive work of an interdisciplinary team.  The Plan is intended to address the following eight themes:  

· Regional Leadership, Coordination and Partnership;

· Urban and Rural Road Systems;

· Congestion Management;

· Transportation Alternatives (Transit, Transportation Demand Management, High Occupancy Vehicle, Bicycle, Pedestrian and Equestrian travel);

· Infrastructure Maintenance and Preservation;

· Safety;

· Environment and Cultural Resources; and 

· Financial Management

BACKGROUND: King County's Comprehensive Plan 2000 called for the Department of Transportation Road Services Division to identify and prioritize transportation needs over the next several years and to develop a new “Roads Development Plan.” The purpose of developing this plan was to focus on the delivery of road facilities and services, to guide decision making and resource allocation, and to guide the creation of a capital needs list.  The Strategic Plan is also intended to connect the Division’s activities with the direction of the Comprehensive Plan.  
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
