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SUBJECT 
An ordinance clarifying the applicability of tonnage and volume deposit limitations within the county’s waste transfer system.  
BACKGROUND
The King County Solid Waste Division manages a network of staffed transfer stations for the receipt and transfer of municipal solid waste from residents of the region; in addition, in more remote areas, the Division manages two limited-service ‘drop boxes’ for waste transfer.  Those drop boxes—the Skykomish Drop Box in Skykomish, and the Cedar Falls Drop Box in North Bend--are more constrained in their waste volume capacity, appropriate to the smaller population that they serve.  

In 2007, the Council approved a solid waste corrections ordinance, clarifying a range of primarily technical issues in the Solid Waste Code (Title 10).  In making those corrections, language was included to specify load limits for residents depositing waste at these ‘drop boxes’; inadvertently, however, the wording was not written to specify that the load limits—three cubic yard or one ton—apply explicitly to deliveries to drop boxes, rather than to any transfer station in the system.  

Proposed Ordinance 2008-0104
Proposed Ordinance 2008-0410 clarifies that the volume/tonnage limitation is specifically applicable to the drop boxes, located in Skykomish and North Bend.  Additional non-substantive readability and wording corrections are made as well.
