SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE approving a franchise for the Evergreen Water and Improvement Association to construct, operate and maintain a water system in council district 9 and authorizing the executive to execute the franchise agreement.
SUMMARY:  All utilities operating in the County’s right-of-way are required to hold valid franchises as a prerequisite to approval of permits for facility placement and construction work.  Franchise agreements must be consistent with the county’s comprehensive plan, the comprehensive plans for the utilities seeking the franchise agreement, and the King County Road Standards.

Proposed Ordinance 2003-0336.2 would grant a franchise to the Evergreen Water and Improvement Association to construct, operate and maintain its water conveyance system within the county rights of way to serve single family, residential dwellings.  The Association owns and operates a Group A water system located in unincorporated King county.  The Association has approximately 58 services connections.  The purpose of the Association’s application for a franchise is to receive the authority to begin water main replacements within portions of the county right-of-way on SE Kent-Kangley Road and 320th Avenue SE.  The Association has a current operating permit and a small water system plan on file with the Washington State Department of health, and has received a State Revolving fund loan to fund the construction project.
The franchise agreement includes all of the general and special conditions required by the county.  It is consistent with the county comprehensive plan because it would support provision of water service to residential homes in the area.  As a non-expanding water system, the Evergreen Water and Improvement Association is not required to have a comprehensive plan for approval by the county.  The franchise agreement also specifically requires that the work performed by the association must comply with the King County Road Standards.
At its meeting on August 20, 2003, the Utilities Committee reported the legislation to the full council with a “do pass substitute consent” recommendation after the Committee adopted two technical amendments.
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
