SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2008-0559 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Sandra Haydock to the King County Fire Prevention Advisory and Appeals Board.

BACKGROUND

The King County Fire Prevention Advisory and Appeals Board is authorized to hear appeals and make recommendations to the King County Fire Marshal on:

· the suitability of alternate materials and methods of construction, and 

· interpretations of the provisions of the Fire Code (KCC Title 17).

The Board consists of five members who are qualified by experience and/or training in fire prevention. The Fire Marshal is an ex officio member and acts as secretary of the Board. 
CANDIDATE INFORMATION:

Ms. Haydock lives in East Hill area of Kent (District 9).

Ms. Haydock has approximately 25 years of experience in the fire prevention field with King County Fire District 40 and has served as the District’s deputy fire marshal since 1999.

Ms. Haydock graduated from Renton High School in 1966, has attended Highline Edmonds and Bellevue Community Colleges and has received numerous certification relating to building and fire plans examination and inspections.  
Ms. Haydock’s appointment is for a partial term expiring December 31, 2011.
