Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2009-0385

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday, the 14th day of September 2009 at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2009-0385 relating to sustainable community demonstration projects.

SUMMARY
Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2009-0385 would amend KCC chapter 21A.55 to add another demonstration project category applicable to three parcels located in unincorporated King County - White Center in the Seattle PAA, Kit’s Corner in the Federal Way PAA, and Brooks Village in the Renton PAA.  The proposed ordinance would:

· Provide incentives to create diverse and affordable communities with limited environmental impact through the innovative construction of healthy green buildings, 

· Provide information to assist in the County’s refinement of its regulations such as zoning, subdivision, roads and stormwater regulations, and

· Evaluate whether consolidated administrative approval of zoning and subdivision- related modifications or waivers effectively speeds up the development review process while maintaining land use coordination and environmental protection; and whether such consolidation leads to costs savings for project applicants and King County.
