SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE relating to the annexation of an area known as Windtree Annexation to Coal Creek Utility District for the purpose of providing future water and sewer service.
SUMMARY:  Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2001-0595 would approve the annexation of approximately 97 acres of land into the Coal Creek Utility District’s water and sewer corporate areas.  The proposed annexation area consists of land located within the district’s water service area as established by the East King County Coordinated Water System Plan.  The district already provides water service to a portion of the proposed annexation area.  The proposed annexation area is within the district’s sewer service area as defined by agreements with local service providers.  A portion of the sanitary sewer infrastructure had been constructed in a portion of the proposed annexation area but is not currently in use.
The proposed ordinance was amended by the Utilities Committee before being reported out of committee.  When the Proposed Ordinance was introduced, the public hearing at the council and the review by the Utilities Technical Review Committee had not happened.  The Proposed Ordinance included blanks for the dates of the hearing and UTRC approval.  By oral amendment, the committee filled in the blanks with the appropriate dates and reported out the substitute proposed ordinance.

BACKGROUND:  The proposed annexation area consists of 53 residential lots located along the district’s southwest boundary in the vicinity of SE 96th Street and 116th Place Southeast in the City of Newcastle.  The annexation is the result of a petition by property owners representing more than 60% of the land in the proposed annexation area.  The purpose of the annexation is to provide water and sewer service in the future if it is requested.  The area located entirely within the City of Newcastle, within the Urban Growth Area as established in the King County Comprehensive Plan.  
The estimated population of the annexation area is 133 people.  The proposed annexation area is zoned residential R-1 (one unit per acre) and residential R-4 (four units per acre) in accordance with City of Newcastle zoning code.  The annexation will not directly affect land use of the area and the district knows of no proposals for land use changes.

Water and sewer service to the proposed annexation area will be provided directly by the Coal Creek Utility District as property owners request it.  When sewer service is extended into the proposed annexation area, flows will be directed to King County facilities for treatment and disposal.

Council approval is required to complete the annexation process.  The council held a public hearing on this proposed annexation on February 11, 2002.

ANALYSIS: Annexation of territory by water-sewer districts falls under chapter 57.24 RCW and requires council approval.  The council is required to evaluate whether the annexation complies with the approval criteria described in RCW 57.02.040(3).  These criteria include:

· Whether the annexation complies with the county or town/city comprehensive plan.

· Whether the annexation complies with the policies expressed in the county water and/or sewer comprehensive plan.

Proposed Annexation

· King County Comprehensive Plan:  The proposed annexation complies with the King County Comprehensive Plan.  Specifically, it complies with Policy F-227(a) that allows an area to be part of a Group A water system when the area has been assigned to a water purveyor through a Coordinated Water System Plan approved by King County.  The proposed annexation area is within the East King County Coordinated Water System Plan boundary for the Coal Creek Utility District.  
In addition, the proposed annexation complies with the King County Comprehensive Plan’s support for public sewer service for development within the urban growth area.  It complies with Policy No. F-241 that states that on-site systems that serve existing development in the urban growth area should be replaced with public sewers, prioritized by the risk of potential failure.  The proposed annexation of this urban area will assist in the extension of public sanitary sewer service to the area once it is required or needed.

· Coal Creek Utility District Comprehensive Plan: This annexation is consistent with the Coal Creek sewer comprehensive plan approved by the council in 1989 and water comprehensive plan approved by the council in 1995.  The district has not updated these comprehensive plans within six years, but the district is currently working on updated plans.
Procedural Steps  

· Coal Creek Utility District issued a Determination of Nonsignificance on September 21, 2001.

· The district passed Resolution No. 1597 concurring with the proposed annexation on October 10, 2001. 

· The district filed its Notice of Intention the council on December 4, 2001.

· Boundary Review Board approved the proposed annexation on January 18, 2002.

· King County Utilities Technical Review Committee approved the proposed annexation on January 9, 2002.

· Council held a public hearing on the proposed annexation on February 11, 2002.
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
