SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2014-0111 would confirm the appointment of Chuck Paulsen, who resides in Council District 1, to the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee for a four-year term expiring December 31, 2017. 

BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC). The COC is an advisory body and recommends allocation of CFT funds based on a competitive application process. The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district and three at-large members.

COC CANDIDATE CHUCK PAULSEN

Chuck Paulsen, a resident of Lake Forest Park in Council District 1, has been recommended for appointment to the position representing District 1 for a four-year term expiring December 31, 2017. 

Mr. Paulsen has degrees in microbiology and pharmacy. He has served on the Lake Forest Park Planning Commission, as well as on the city’s 100-Year Legacy Task Force. That work and his interest in open space preservation interested him in serving on the CFT COC.

Mr. Paulsen notes that his experience on local citizens’ committees, as well as his budgetary and management expertise – overseeing 200 staff and a $70 million budget in his current job – make him well suited to serve on the COC.
