SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2009-0305 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Joseph Henke to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee

BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax ("CFT") funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee ("COC").  The COC is an advisory body and programs CFT funds not allocated by the Council in the annual budget through a competitive application process.  The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district and 3 at-large members.

CONSERVATION FUTURES CITIZEN OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE CANDIDATE:
Mr. Henke was born and raised in Seattle and currently lives on Vashon Island (District 8).  He received a Juris Doctorate from the University of Washington and a Masters of Laws from New York University.  He was a professor at the University of San Francisco where he taught property, community property, trust and estates and municipal law for more than thirty years.  Mr. Henke was also a National Endowment for the Humanities Fellow in Law at Harvard University.  Since 2004, he has taught at Seattle University as a visiting professor.  He has served on the Vashon Maury Island Land Trust board for over five years and was president of the board in 2005 and 2006.
Mr. Henke has participated in the COC’s 2010 application project review and recommendation process.  Mr. Henke’s appointment is for a partial term, set to expire on December 31, 2010.
