SUBJECT

AN ORDINANCE relating to road names; changing the name of 168th Avenue SE to Patriot Way SE.
SUMMARY

KCC 16.08.060 authorizes the Council to change unincorporated area street names in response to petitions signed by property owners.  Proposed Ordinance 2013-0244 (Attachment 1) would change the name of a portion of 168th Ave. SE to Patriot Way SE.  The intent of the name change is to honor the Liberty High School mascot and boost school spirit.  A majority of property owners on the street signed a petition in support of the name change.

The petition (Attachment 2) is also included with this staff report.  Attachment 3 is the notice of a June 10 Council public hearing that was mailed to all affected property owners within the required 20 days advance notice required by K.C.C. 16.08.060.  Attachment 4 comprises comments from a resident opposing the change.
This portion of 168th Ave. SE is a north-south street, bounded by SE 128th Street on the north and SE 136th Street on the south.  Liberty High School is located at the south end of 168th Ave. SE.  There are residential properties on both sides of the street. 
The local fire department supports the change.
ANALYSIS:

The King County Code authorizes the County Council to approve street name changes in unincorporated King County, if requested by a majority of property owners.  The County Code outlines procedures for review of proposed name changes, which have been followed in this case.  Accordingly, the decision to change the name is a policy decision for the Council.
