Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed for the County Council’s review and approval is the Omnibus Ordinance for the second quarter of 2006.  The attached ordinance includes supplemental budget requests for new appropriation authority in the Current Expense Fund (CX) as well as in non-CX funds.
Current Expense Supplemental Requests

The highlights of the supplemental proposals impacting the Current Expense Fund are as follows:

DAJD $2,662,667 ($1,251,507 of which is revenue backed)

The Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD) is requesting $2,662,667 of additional appropriation authority to address unbudgeted costs related to the following issues:
· $2.1 million will address unbudgeted overtime and staffing costs related to guarding prisoners while in Harborview and other medical facilities; population increases above those addressed in the first quarter omnibus, including those related to Andress appeals; and delays in completing the intake/transfer/release (ITR) remodel.
· An additional $305,000will address salary and overtime costs related to DAJD employees that are on military reserve call up.  This is supported by a disappropriation in the salary and wage contingency reserved for this purpose.
· There is $120,000 for supplies to address issues related to controlling medically resistant staph infections.
· There is $100,000 for increases related to the new PSERS retirement plan.
Public Defense $992,177
The Office of the Public Defender (OPD) is requesting $992,177 of appropriation authority for additional misdemeanor, contempt of court cases and expert witness costs.  There has been a marked increase in misdemeanor and contempt of court cases above original estimates.  OPD is contractually obligated to pay for the cases that they assign to public defense agencies or private attorneys.  The recent occurrence of complex felonies has driven an increase in expert witness costs which OPD pays at the request of defenders.

Jail Health Services $403,567

The Jail Health Services Division, which provides health care to prisoners in the DAJD, is requesting additional appropriation authority of $403,000 to address costs for contract nurses and offsite medical costs.  Contract nurses are used when there are nursing staff vacancies, when staff nurses are absent, and to address fluctuation in populations.  Offsite medical costs are for treatment that cannot be provided at the jail facilities or at Harborview Medical Center, such as dialysis or chemotherapy.

Business Relations and Economic Development $100,000 

Funding is requested for enterpriseSeattle to support its mission to build a world-class economy in King County and the Seattle area by creating, retaining, and recruiting high value companies and jobs to the region.
Current Expense Fund Transfers: Human Services $50,000
This transfer supports the increased appropriation level of the Children and Family Set Aside Fund.

Salary and Wage Contingency ($305,035)

This action will disappropriate budget authority from Salary and Wage Contingency to support the cost of backfilling vacancies in the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention for military reservists called to active duty in 2006. 

Non-Current Expense Funds

The highlights of the supplemental proposals impacting non-current expense funds are as follows:

ITS - Printing and Graphic Arts Fund $962,000 ($500,000 of which is revenue backed)
Additional appropriation is provided to Printing and Graphic Arts to fund the following: support of two lines of business that were not funded in the 2006 budget but still continue in 2006; fund higher than anticipated space and administrative costs; and increase the appropriation for 
pass-through business to meet projected business demand through the end of the year.  The additional pass-through business is anticipated to be just over $500,000 and is revenue backed.  The remainder of the request is funded by Printing and Graphics fund balance and interfund borrowing.

Wastewater Equipment Rental and Revolving Fund $65,390
The Wastewater Equipment Rental and Revolving Fund requests $65,390 in additional expenditure authority due to higher than budgeted fuel prices.  The added expenditure authority will not affect 2006 rental rates, as 2006 rates are based on 2004 actual use. 

Equipment Rental and Revolving Fund $438,736
The Equipment Rental and Revolving Fund requests $438,736 in additional expenditure authority due to higher than budgeted fuel prices.  The added expenditure authority will not affect 2006 rental rates, as 2006 rates are based on 2004 actual use.
Motor Pool Equipment Rental and Revolving Fund $681,311
The Motor Pool Equipment Rental and Revolving Fund requests $681,311 in additional expenditure authority due to higher than budgeted fuel prices.  The added expenditure authority will not affect 2006 rental rates, as 2006 rates are based on 2004 actual use.

 

Children and Family Set Aside Fund $50,000

This appropriation request supports the Village Center at $50,000.  This request is funded by a revenue transfer from the Current Expense Fund.
A detailed spreadsheet that separates and organizes the amounts by supplemental component is attached for the County Council’s review.  Fiscal notes are also included in the transmittal package.
