A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Deborah Harris, who resides in council district ten, to the King County Women’s Advisory Board.
Summary:
The Executive has appointed Deborah Harris to a partial term on the King County Women’s Advisory Board, expiring July 1, 2005.

Ms. Harris is a resident of Seattle and council district ten.  She is involved with the Human Services Department’s Undoing Racism Group, a volunteer/sponsor for the Black Prisoners Caucus at Monroe State Penitentiary, is involved with the Coalition to Undo Racism Everywhere (CURE), and took part in the African American Kenyan Women’s Interconnection where she traveled to Kenya with twenty African American women to participate in a cultural reconnection.  Ms. Harris is currently an Administrative Specialist for the City of Seattle Human Services Department where she assists with the Family Support Unit, New Citizen Initiative (NCI) and Reinvesting in Youth (RIY) programs.

The Women’s Advisory Board was created to foster programs, legislation and policies for the benefit of women throughout King County.  The board acts in an advisory capacity to the King County Executive, the County Council, and the women’s program in respect to matters concerning women.  Ordinance 11782 provides for 15 King County Women’s Advisory Board members, one nominated from each council district by the County Council, and two nominated by the County Executive.  Board members representing Council districts shall be appointed by positions numbered one through thirteen.
