The enclosed contract, if approved, will allow the King County Sheriff’s Office (“KCSO”) to provide services at King County Housing Authority (“KCHA”) residences in north King County through December 2011 and, potentially, for years beyond. 
The KCSO has partnered with KCHA to provide community policing services at KCHA’s Ballinger Homes location in Shoreline since October 1, 1996.  This proposed contract extends those services to five additional KCHA residence locations in north King County, listed below. The proposed contract provides community policing at these locations on an overtime basis at KCHA’s request up to $20,000 in 2011, and allows for annual contract renewal.  The goals of community policing are to reduce crime and to improve residents’ perception of safety.  To this end, KCSO will provide services that include block watch education, crime prevention classes, community policing, and emphasis patrol.

4. Northridge I / Northridge II

5. Paramount House

6. Pepper Tree
