SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Esther Osborne, who resides in council district four, to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.

SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Esther Osborne to a partial term on the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board, expiring March 31, 2012.

Ms. Osborne is a graduate of the University of Illinois where she received a Masters in Social Work.  She is presently retired.  Prior to her retirement in April, 2010, she worked with young people and their families at Ruth Dykeman Family Services.  She is presently an active layperson in the Episcopal Church and a member of the Committee on Alcoholism and Substance Abuse (CASA). 

BACKGROUND:

The King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board is composed of up to 15 members.  By agreement with the City of Seattle, related to the joint Seattle-King County Health Department, the Mayor appoints five members and the County Executive appoints the remainder.  The Administrative Board recommends policies and programs to King County that will ensure the availability and accessibility of alcohol and substance abuse services, including prevention, intervention, treatment, and rehabilitation.
