· Clarify that it is a violation of the chapter for two or more landlords to enter into an agreement (verbal, written, or inferred from conduct) to establish rental prices. 
· Clarify what is not a violation of the chapter by amending D in Section 3 to read: 
D.  It is not a violation of this chapter for a landlord to:
	  1.  Use a system or software recordkeeping tool absent otherwise prohibited conduct under this chapter;
	  2.  Generate or use a report, study, or presentation that provides existing rental data in an aggregated manner but does not recommend rent prices, fees, or occupancy rates or other rental contract terms for future leases; or
	  3.  Provide or use information for the purpose of conducting market research for project financing or conducting an appraisal.
· Change the due date of the rent-fixing enforcement study report from March 31, 2026 to July 15, 2026.
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
