SUBJECT: A MOTION authorizing the executive to accept a donation of registration fees and lodging costs from Operation Lookout for the sheriff's office attendance at a Canadian conference.

SUMMARY: The Sheriff is requesting authority to accept a donation of registration fees and lodging costs from Operation Lookout for the Sheriff's Office attendance at a Canadian conference in April 2002.  Operation Lookout is an organization that provides a clearinghouse of information for law enforcement, health organizations, other government agencies, and non-profit organizations for missing youth.  This “center” serves both the United States and Canada. 

The King County Sheriff’s Child Find Unit was invited to send a representative to the organization’s 12th Annual U.S.-Canada Symposium on Missing Children.  The symposium was to share information on “international” missing child cases and wished to have the KCSO represented.  However, the training and travel budget for the sheriff did not have sufficient funding for sheriff participation.  Nevertheless, the organizers of the symposium offered to donate the costs of lodging (in British Columbia, the site of the conference) and the costs of registration—a total donation value of $325.  This motion allows the sheriff to accept this donation.
